Researchers in the Chehalis AR&T department are attempting to learn about the historical and

cultural importance of Sakwi Creek and surrounding areas (Figure 1) to Chehalis people. To do

fishing areas, ceremonial places, or anything else of a cultural or historical nature.

We want to hear about Chehalispeéple connecti ons with the Sakwi
they are protected during the construction and maintenance of a power house and penstock that
will produce hydroelectric energy. The Sakwi Creek Power Company that will be building and
operating the &wer house is working closely with the Chehalis Indian Band to accommodate

our concerns and to ensure that we also benefit economically from this initiative.

Sts’ailes Housing Update
{(March 2010) submitted by: Sherry Point
Another fiscal year has already flown on by; a number of projects have been
completed since March 09; attached for your information, is a breakdown of the
projects and information that took place within the Housing Department.

5 unit Renovation Project (double funded) — All renovation work and reports are
complete and final inspections were done and sent to INAC with the exception of
one homeowner: INAC has recovered the previously funded dollars (511,935) and
CMHC won't be disbursing any of the pre-approved dollars to the Band for this
project ($16,000); this was a result of the homeowner not being able to come up
with the homeowner portion. This file is being closed with both INAC & CMHC.

Renovation Project (CMHC) — A 3 unit RRAP renovation project is now complete.
Final inspections were done in the first week of March, 2010. Homeowners are
very happy with their renovations.

New Construction — All new construction for the 2009-2010 fiscal year are now
complete: final inspections were also done on these new homes.

Congratulations to the new homeowners: Terry Lee Paul/Eric Johnny,
Peter/Maxine Prevost, Joe/Robin Chapman & Kevin/Vanessa Charlie. There’s no
place like home ©

Canada’s Economic Action Plan (CEAP) — CEAP has approved funding for 6
individually owned homes for major renovations and one lot service subsidy; all
work is completed and all reporting has been finalized. We are waiting word back
from INAC for the upcoming fiscal year (2010-2011) to find out the status of a
proposal that was submitted for more funding; also included in this proposal was
the 6 unit multi (self contained) singles complex. (My fingers are crossed) | will
keep you posted with regards to the status of this application.

Band Rental Unit -In accordance with the Housing Priority rating for tenants,
Claudette La Rock & girls have been granted use & occupancy of unit 4965 School
Road (Terry Lee Paul’s) old unit.

REMINDER: to all tenants in the Band Rental/Social Housing Units, all tenancy
agreements must be renewed by no later than April 15", 2010: to avoid being
charged the LEM rate, please make the necessary arrangements with myself to
sign your new agreements.
