Aboriginal Rights &Title Department Summary as of June 2, 2010 
 

 Boyd Peters has been appointed AR&T Manager 

 Morgan Ritchie, Heritage Research Archaeologist 

 Fran Douglas, Senior Research Assistant  

 James S. Leon, Heritage Research Technician 

 Sherylynn Charlie, Executive Assistant. (Dual support for Bands CEO and AR&T).  

 Terry Felix, Kwikwexwelhp Community Engagement Coordinator. 

 Stsôailes Heritage Consultants, a newly formed company by the AR&T department to do Archaeological 
Impact Assessmentôs. We have trained environmental technicians that assist with various studies. 

 
-AR&T staff members Boyd, Morgan, Fran and James will be moving to the log building (old Elders Center) in the 
next few weeks.   
  
-In-SHUCK-ch- In January 2010 the Douglas First Nation (DFN) held a referendum amongst their people and they 
voted to opt out of the In-SHUCK-ch treaty process. We were in the final stages of completing the Nation to Nation 
(N2N) Treaty of Peace and Friendship. 
 
-Douglas First Nation- We have re-engaged in discussions to work towards creating an understanding about 
territorial issues especially as they relate to areas identified in the N2N treaty with In-SHUCK-ch.  
 
-Morris Valley Road possible land exchange- We are negotiating with ILMB and Ministry of Transportation and 
Infrastructure (MOTI) for 50 acres of land at 10 Mile Bay (MB) in exchange for Right of Way on Morris Valley Road in 
which we have been charging a Road Right of Way fee to logging companies.  
 
-Canfor SUP S07425- We have been negotiating with MFR to replace the present Special Use Permit (SUP) that 
Canfor has at Harrison Mills with a higher and better use that the CIB has for a Primary Health Center at that site. We 
gave formal notice to MFR in 2008 that we wanted to use the site for a Primary Health Center. The MFR district 
manager has until June 21, 2010 to determine the highest and best use for the site.  
 
-Securing Timber Long Term- In conjunction with SDC we are striving to gain a Woodland license within the 
territory for an Annual Allowable Cut of 200,000 m3, partnership with BC Timber Sales.   
 
-Harrison West Forest Service Road The MFR has initiated a multi-year, multi-million dollar project to widen the 
Harrison West Forest Service Road. We are ensuring that our interests are being looked after and we have a 
contract for $15,000 to provide archaeological and environmental services. We have also made it clear to several 
ministers and regional directors that we would like to have the road renamed to something like the ñStsôailes 
Highwayò.  
 
-Run of River Hydro Electric Projects continue to be negotiated and long range benefits will be received.  
 
-Governance Committee- The draft Stsôailes Custom Election Code was submitted to INAC National and the 
feedback has just been received. The committee will refine the code and resubmit to Ottawa and the code will go to a 
referendum vote by the community.  
 
The Gov Committee has started drafting the customized membership code. The same referendum process will have 
to be followed for this code.  
The overall goal for the Gov Committee is to complete the Constitution for Stsôailes. 
We are awaiting final approval from INAC Natôl for the official name change to Stsôailes. This should happen soon.

The inmates from Kwikwexwelhp are working on two projects this 

month for StsAiles.  

HERITAGE TRAIL 
Under the direction of James óStudô Leon and Archaeologist 

Morgan Ritchie the cultural sites, which include village sites, will be 

cleared of the brush and at least one use will be for education 

purposes. The workers began at the Phillips Park on June 1 where 

there are currently 13 pit houses and at least one large longhouse 

site that has been identified by our Aboriginal Rights Department. 

There will be a large area cleared and it will be one of the main 

showcase areas for the Heritage Trail. The project will carry out 

work at the Park site each Tuesday and the workers include 5 

inmates and 3 Band Staff members. If you would like to come and 

view the site the work crew will be there each Tuesday from 9am to 

3pm to answer your questions.   

 As work progresses the Heritage Trail will circle the Indian 

Reserve lands following a path along the Harrison and Chehalis 

Rivers where there are many cultural sites that have been 

identified by our Elders and Aboriginal Rights Department. For 

more information about the Trail you can discuss with our 

Aboriginal Rights and Title Department. 

ELDERS YARD WORK 
Each Saturday the inmates will be helping our Elders by doing yard 

work and other heavy work such as discarding old appliances and 

other items. Ten Elders so far have been penciled in and the 

schedule is filled up already into August. I have been helping the 

more senior Elders but will help other Elders and single moms. The 

current list includes Chris Francis, Dolores Felix, Laura Williams, 

Hilda Leon, Monica Leon, Joan Chapman, Mitch, Ron and Ang, 

Dot Charlie and Thelma Corwin. This project is ongoing and will 

turn into wood gathering as we approach the fall season.

New Status Cards Delayed Until Further Notice 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Membership has learned that the U.S. Department of Homeland Security has approved the new 

Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (INAC) Secure Certificate of Indian Status as a 

Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative-compliant document. We also learned that due to INACôs 

delay in issuing the new Secure Certificate that there will be a period of flexibility that will permit 

travelers to continue using their current Certificate of Indian Status at the U.S. Port of Entry.  This 

is encouraging news for many of our community members that use the current Indian Status 

Cards. 

 

The period of flexibility is at the discretion of U.S. officials, but community members with the 

current Status Cards can be assured that they will be allowed to enter the United States. 

 

INAC is the process of launching a new Indian Status Card that addresses the need for increased 

security features. The current cards are laminated paper documents that are at risk of being forged 

or illegally reproduced.  This has caused problems for First Nation individuals in accessing 

benefits and has created the need for a more secure and modern identification document. 

 

August 2009, INAC setup a Mobile Application Center in certain areas to begin taking 

applications for the new Status Cards. It was the first opportunity for INAC to test its application 

process in a live environment.  Since then, it was determined that a quality assurance review was 

needed, which caused delays in the new cardôs issuance date. 

 

At this time, INAC cannot provide a specific date for when the new Secure Certificate of Indian 

Status will be available. In the meantime, Seabird Membership will continue to monitor the new 

cardôs development and will share further updates on its progress when they become available. 

 

For those individuals that have already applied for the new Status Cards, you are not required to 

reapply. 

 

The information collected at Mobile Application Center in August will be stored and processed 

once national implementation is started.
