New Home (Future Elders Facility):

Home Insurance 

We recently had some individuals try to apply for house insurance and were quoted astronomical high

The insurance companies receive this information from a service called Fire Underwriters Survey, which 

they have certain minimum requirements to meet:  I contacted them and filled in papers to see how we 

rate ς they mentioned that we did not meet the minimum requirement of trained fire fighters for a fire 

station to be recognized for fire insurance grading.  Their requirement is 15 fire fighters and we have 10 

volunteers ς after battling back and forth with this service we finally received a positive response: due to 

us being recognized in the past and our past records show steady improvement the FUS will consider my 

request for re-grade.  I will be sending in our roster plus images of our new apparatus at the fire hall to 

satisfy their files.  If any individuals recently applied for housing insurance, you can certainly share this 

information with them. 
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Fire Department 

As previously mentioned above we have 10 volunteers, which a few have not been active and one 

resigned this past year.  The dept is actively seeking interested volunteers to join and take part of 

becoming and learning the necessary skills and knowledge to become a volunteer firefighter.  You can 

call Blaine Sonnenberg at the Fire hall during the weekdays at 796-2881 and leave your contact 

information with him.  If you are unable to make contact with Blaine you can leave your name and 

contact info with myself here at the Office. 

Street Lights 

If you notice any burnt out street lights by your home or in the community in general please report this 

to myself and I can report this to BC Hydro to repair - I have been informed of a couple of lights out, but 

did not get any details as to the location.  The road of concern is Firehall Road ς I have contacted BC 

Hydro and am waiting for a response as to the process to light this road. 

Bridge Update 

At the beginning of March there will be more active work on repairs to the bridge deck system, which 

will include replacing all of the deck planking and floor beams underneath the planks.  This will require 

closing the bridge to traffic once again at night time, but will remain open during the day with some 

construction work also being carried out, which will not require closure.  The following will be in effect: 

 From Sunday night to Thursday morning, the contractor can close the bridge between 9pm and 

5am and provide a 1 hour opening between midnight and 1am. 

 From Thursday night to Sunday morning, the contractor can close the bridge between midnight 

and 5am. 

The contractor must accommodate any emergency vehicles that may need to cross the bridge at any 

time.  The importance of completing this work is to ensure safe operation of the bridge and to remove 

the current load posting of 22.5 tonnes, which will improve the industrial operations that currently use 

this structure.  Any further updates I receive from the Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure I will 

inform the community as the different stages progress. 

Spring Cleaning   

For community members starting to clean their yards of debris and such please keep in mind to dump 

your debris at the bin site (large items) ς if your debris is burnable do this in your yard and not dump in 

other areas.  There was debris apparently dumped in an area on School Road in front the school parking 

lot last year ς this area is not dumping grounds for others debris.   

Again as mentioned I will inform you on the different projects above as they progress.
